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Both Haiti itself and the OEBB /EIl Earthquake Relief
program have settled into a routine. With the rainy
season fully underway, the millions of displaced are
hunkered in their tent and/or tarp dwellings.

The main post-earthquake activity is now the clean-up
and preparation for rebuilding. Wherever possible ru-
ined walls, buildings, or structures are being slowly
demolished. The rubble is thrown into the street for
pick-up. Around the city, some walls have been
patched and a few homes are getting built.

Now, we are beginning to focus on the rebuilding
phase. The OEBB lost 3 churches and 4 schools.
They have identified over 150 homes in and around
their churches areas which need to be rebuild or sig-
nificantly repaired. Over the last few months, the at-
tempt has been made to confirm partners for each of
the 7 church areas which were hit by the earthquake:
whether school, church, or homes or all three.
